Format 

 All swimmers will be seeded according to the submitted entry times and will compete 
together. 

Awards 

 SF & OC participating certificates to all swimmers. 
 Medals will be awarded to 1st, 2nd and 3rd places provided by SF & OC. Swimmer not 

meeting the respective qualifying times will not be awarded medals. 
 Challenge Cup for Clubs’ Men / Women Team: presented to club who has the highest 

accumulated pointscore in the HK LC Pointscore from FOUR (4) different male / 
female swimmers of its club. 
(In case of a tie, winner will be determined by the pointscore of fifth swimmer.) 

 Challenge Cup for Outstanding Male / Female Swimmer: presented to male / female 
who achieve the highest pointscore (calculated to 2 decimal places) in individual 
events. 
(In case of a tie, winner will be determined by the swimmers’ second highest scored 
event obtained.) 

 Special awards will be presented to swimmers who break Hong Kong Records. 
Rules FINA & HKASA Rules will apply. 

Protest 
 Any protest shall be made in writing to the Referee within 30 minutes following the 

result announcement of the respective event with an appeal fee of HK$200. 
 If the protest is rejected, fee paid will be forfeited to the HKASA.
